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A NEW PRESIDENT

At the meeting on November 3rd, Ron Michaels tendered his
resignation as president of the Toronto Entomologists' Assoc-
iation. Over the past year Ron has been involved in setting up
2 new business with 211 its associated demands on his spare time.
Ron felt that he was no longer able to give sufficient attention
t0 his duties as president, but has graciously agreed to keep on
publishing our special occasional publications. We are all very
grateful for Ron's leadership, which has been instrumental in
keepine the Association going since its very beginning.

At the meetine a new president was proposed, seconded and
voted in unanimously. He is well known to most of us - Dr. Gord
Edmund. Curator of Vertebrate Paleontology, Royal Ontario Museum.

Gord began collecting insects. especially butterflies, at
the nge of 1C. While he dabbled in photography, electronics,
cheniatry and other sidelines, he returned to biology at the
University of Toronto upon discharge from the Medical Corps in
1946. The summers of 1948 and 1949 were spent in Algonquin Park,
studying the bottom fauna of lakes. Field worik for the M.A.
thesis took him to Churchill, Manitoba in 1950 and 1951, where
he worked on the correlation between weather conditions and blaci
fly 2ctivity. This involved., amon= other things, getting bitten
by anvthine aveilable (mosquitoes, tnbonids and black flies) everv
hour, on the hour, Talk about eivine vour life's blood for
‘science! The maximum count was 200 mosguito bites in 30.seconds!
Yes, it is true, biting insects arc excited by approaching
thunderstorms.

Ford went to Harvard in 1952 to pursue a career in Vertebrate
Pnleontolosy, and got his Ph.D. there in 1957. While he forsook
a profecsional career in entomology he is still an eager amateur,
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ant' har oa fair collection of butterfliecs. Hi:v interests are in
the elagniliention and morpholosy of pieridg, aatyrids and
arcvanidas.  Thoanks in nart to much travellin  for the ROM, Gord
haa good renresentntions of many western and ~onthern species,
and has marde numerous exchanses overseas.

As vart of hisy duties as president, Gord hopes to get the
memnbers tosether more often, so that they can discover what other
menvers are doing. Also he hopes to get more technical input for
the newsletter from members, and will try to arrange for more
speakers from the academic community.

Any suggestions for improving the society in any way will
be welcomed.,

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PROTECTION OF ENDAJGERED SPECIES

At the November meeting a resolution was passed that the.
Assoclation would become actively involved in striving for
protection of Ontario's endangered insect species and, where
necessary, btheir habitat., In particular, it was resolved that
the Association would submit a recommendntion to the Ministry of
Natural Resources that Pieris virginiensis should be placed on
the protected list of the Indanzered Species Act. Attached is a
draft letter which will be discussed at the December meeting and,
if passed, will be sent to the Ministry of Natural Resources.

At a meeting of the Toronto Entomologists' Association it
was resolved that an application should be wade to you for
protection of the butterfly species Pieris Virginiensis. This

insect's ocecurence ig limited to a small tract in Halton County.
Research by the Toronto Entomologists' Association over the last
five years has determinéd that this species does not exist at
any otaer location in the Province of Ontario.

We would, therefore, respcctfully request that Pieris

Virginiensis be accorded protection under the Endangered 3pecies

Act.

' Dear Dr. Edmund:

Thank you very much for your letter of June lOth suggesting
: ‘that consideration be given under The Endangered Species Act
S "to the status of the,butterfly species, Pieris virginiensis,
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members of our fish and wildlife staff upon occasion but none
have provided documentation up to now, which is necessary for
us to consider when. sétting out the regulation.

With reference to documentation, I am sure that you will
appreciate that in order to maintain the degree of authen-
ticity which is essential to the success of The Endangered

. Species Act and Regulations, good scientific reasons for the
protection of any species should be advanced. A number of
‘suggestions have been made to protect relatively common species,
. particularly plants such as the trillium, and while there may
be merit in some of these suggestions, the majority have never
been of the type which dealt with known species whose existence
was endangered, A e

I am sure that you appreciate too that we do not have on our
Ministry staff people who are sufficiently expert with respect
to many species that they can develop the documentation on
their own. For this reason, we do depend upon suggestions of
people like yourself. Is it possible that you could forward
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to Mr, K., K. Irizawa, Executive Director, Division of
Fish and Wildlife, the scientific material which you

may have on hand and which would support your recommen-
dation. Copies of these will then be placed in our
Endangered Species Record Book and will form the basis
for a Regulation after consideration by those of my staff
who are charged with this responsibility.

Once again I would like to thank you very much for your
interest in this matter,
